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While policies promoting digital and green transitions strive to 
achieve climate neutrality and fair growth, they can also have 
unintended negative consequences that pose challenges for social 
groups and regions already at risk.

The EU-funded research project READJUST tackles the inequalities 
related to the twin transition policies and aims to propose policy 
solutions and digital tools to navigate potential trade-offs between 
efficiency and equality in the critical areas of mobility and agri-food.
